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RESUMEN

Conocer la relacion entre las categorias de los Trastornos de Personalidad y la
Calidad de Vida en estudiantes universitarios. Disefio descriptivo-Correlacional
conducido con 394 estudiantes. Los instrumentos aplicados fueron Inventario Clinico
Multiaxial 1l y escala de calidad de vida de Olson y Barnes. Se encontré una
correlacion negativa entre las categorias de los trastornos de personalidad y calidad
de vida. Se hall6 como categorias prevalentes de trastornos de personalidad a
Patrones Clinicos y Sindromes Severos. Respecto a calidad de Vida lo predominante
se hallé en el nivel denominado Bueno. Los hallazgos del estudio muestran que existe
una correlacion negativa de bajo grado y altamente significativas en las Categorias

de Trastornos de Personalidad y Factores De Calidad De Vida.



ABSTRACT

To know the relationship between the categories of Personality Disorders and the
Quality of Life in college students.

The
instruments applied were Clinical Multiaxial Inventory Il and scale quality of life of
Olson and Barnes. We found a negative correlation between the categories of
personality disorders and quality of life. Been found to be prevalent categories of

personality disorders and syndromes Severe clinical patterns.

With respect to the predominant quality of life was found in the level called the Well.
The study findings show that there is a negative correlation of low grade and highly

significant in the categories of Personality Disorders and Quality of Life Factors.
